I. TOC Denver Meeting Recap by Cyra Cain


A. Research and Development forum is changing to Research of Dust (RD) Forum.

1. To be organized within a month with help from MSF, Modeling, Fire Emissions, and Emissions Forums Co-Chairs.



2. Dust being overestimated in modeling.

3. The reconstituted RF forum will also work on determining natural background (formerly task of Fire Emissions Joint Forum).


B. Budget discussed; additional funds yet to be allocated for FY 2001-2002.

C. Due to sufficient funding, a new position as a WRAP “contract coordinator” was proposed.  This position would track and implement contracts necessary to complete WRAP’s objectives.  A job description will be developed and discussed at the TOC September meeting in Seattle.

D. State Implementation Plan (SIP) process discussed and the dilemma of how to create consensus among states.  Development of a SIP template is underway.  To be further discussed at the September meeting in Seattle.

            E. EPA to evaluate Annex

1. Agency has one year to review and judge - clock started May 2001 (if rejected, 309 is out).



2. EPA seems satisfied with Annex, which is good.

F. IMPROVE determining 20% worst/best days by averaging five-year timeframe.


- Note: Perhaps there is a general rising trend due to “relaxed” regulations from energy production, despite reducing the peaks.

G. Other

1. 2002 Emissions Inventory Requirements with 308 because 2005 is not convenient with other projects scheduled to take place.

2. Discussed projections for growing inventories for 2018 using socioeconomic data; question of using sales or economic growth as determinants (most likely sales of lawnmowers, snowblowers, etc.).

3. Question of how many model runs is still up in the air.
