Forums’ Status Report for TOC – January 16, 2003

Air Quality Modeling – contract meeting held January 8th.  UCR, MCNC, and ENVIRON reported on what happened in 2002, and we had discussions about the 2003 work plan and the form of the contract.  UCR is preparing a cost estimate for the draft work plan that came out of the 1/8 meeting.  Review by the TOC is planned for the 2/10 meeting. 

Ambient Monitoring & Reporting – meeting planned for March 19, 1pm to 5pm in San Diego (Summit).  The purpose of the meeting is let everyone know that VIEWS is going great, to get an update on the Causes of Haze Assessment work, to update the membership rolls, try to find a co-chair for the forum, and identify other work that they may need to do, et cetera.  

Dust Emissions – no meeting scheduled at this time.  Tom Moore needs to follow up on 11/6-7/02 organizational meeting minutes and finding candidates for Co-Chair.

Emissions – meetings planned for March (Summit) and May.  Alice Edwards has prepared a list of topics to distribute between the 2 dates.  May meeting will include presentations of windblown dust deliverable, and results of Needs Assessment workshops. 

Fire Emissions – met 12/9-10/02.  Tom Moore presented ideas about linking fire tracking system policy technical specifications into a separate “fire activity data tracking” module, concept borrowed from TEISS.  Fire emissions contractors still finishing 1996 and 2018 fire inventories for §309 TSD.  Next meetings in March 2003 (Summit), and early June.

Tribal Data Development – last met 9/9-10/02.  TEISS project charging along, with beta version ready for testing (early!) in mid-February.  ITEP to arrange testing, hopefully on 2/14, in the Phoenix area.
