Proposed Schedule for TOC Activities/Meetings in 2003
· The TOC decided to have monthly calls, see specifics below.

· Lewis and Lee led a discussion of timing and expectations for 2003 TOC and/or Planning Team in-person meetings.  The TOC decided to have a TOC/Co-Chairs meeting on the afternoon of February 10th, prior to the §309 Regional Technical Support Document Workshop.  Among other subjects, this meeting will report on the TOC/Technical Forums’ liaison program.  Tom Moore will draft and distribute an agenda for review.  The TOC also decided to have a longer “kick-off” meeting with the Co-Chairs in early May 2003, to begin work on the 2004 technical work plan and budget.  The Planning Team (Oversight Committees and Forum Co-Chairs) is likely to have meetings in March and mid-summer 2003.

Dust Emissions Forum Status Report

Tom Moore reported on the first, organizational meeting of the Dust Emissions Joint Forum in Las Vegas on November 6-7.  Between 15-20 people from states, tribes, local air districts and federal agencies attended.  The participants worked on a definition of dust, and identified potential members and interested organizations to be contacted.  Mark Scruggs is available to serve as a Forum Co-Chair, but will need assistance soon.  Tom Moore was assigned to contact interested experienced local and state air quality agencies’ staff in California to determine their interest in co-chairing the Forum.

Discuss Liaisons for Technical and Joint Forums 

The TOC discussed the status of liaison program between the TOC and the technical and joint Forums.  The assignments for 2003 were as follows:  Dust Forum – Lewis McLeod, Tribal Workgroup – Ondrea Barber, Fire Forum – Rich Fisher, Monitoring Forum – Wayne Leipold, Emissions Forum – Lee Gribovicz and Bob Saunders, and Modeling Forum – Steve Arnold.  Tom Moore was assigned to provide status updates for each Forum to the TOC prior to the monthly TOC call, and the liaisons were assigned to stay in touch with Forum Co-Chairs, to help with oversight questions.

Plans for Technical and Joint Forums’ Activity Tracking - Tom Moore

Tom Moore was assigned to provide a monthly status report on each Forum’s products and activities, for review on the monthly TOC calls.  These status reports should also identify, when possible, the Forums’ meeting and work product schedules for upcoming 3 months
