Forums’ Status Report for TOC – March 5, 2003

Air Quality Modeling – meeting planned for morning of March 19th in Santa Fe (see draft agenda on WRAP website).  RMC has responded with 2003 contract workplan proposal on 2/10, reviewed at 2/10 TOC meeting, then with AQMF Co-Chairs on 2/22, and comments were solicited through the RMC listserv.  The available budget was fully accounted for in the proposal - next step is for Tom Moore to finalize deliverables with Gail Tonnesen and subcontractors in early March (see notes on TOC Conference Call agenda).

Ambient Monitoring & Reporting – meeting planned for afternoon of March 19th in Santa Fe.  Status reports on projects, and future meeting schedule are subjects for the meeting.  

Dust Emissions – no meeting scheduled at this time.  Tom Moore to prepare November 6-7, 2002 organizational meeting minutes for review by Mark Scruggs, Forum Co-Chair and attendees; to be distributed at Joint Forums’ Meeting on March 19th.

Emissions – meetings planned for morning of March 19th in Santa Fe (see draft agenda on WRAP website), and May.  The May meeting will include presentations of windblown dust algorithm deliverable, and results of Needs Assessment workshops.  Emissions Forum projects included in the RMC 2003 workplan were sent to EF for review and comment in late February. 

Fire Emissions – meeting planned for March 18-19 in Santa Fe, including participation in the Joint Forums’ Meeting on the afternoon of March 19th (see draft agenda on WRAP website).  The Fire Forum will be active both this year and next in regard to technical activities, so participation by the TOC liaison(s) to the Fire Forum is important. 

Tribal Data Development – last met September 9-10, 2002 – no meeting scheduled at this time.  TEISS project charging along, with useful beta version testing completed February 14th.  Suggest that the Workgroup liaison from the TOC contact Ondrea for Workgroup meeting plans – hoping to fully integrate Workgroup into design of Emissions Data Management System.
